NR/ILCAD 2017 Video


UIC has joined efforts with Network Rail (NR) to produce an awareness video on distraction at level crossings. 
NR produced several episodes, one of them is on “Distraction at level crossings”. 

The English version has been subtitled in French, German, Spanish, Italian and Polish and should be available through an application by 28 May 2017 at the latest. To view the video, you need 3D glasses. 

These are instructions to viewing the NR/ILCAD video 2017 through an app:

1. Download the app from the Google Play store/ App Store. To find the app on google for example in your country, Search in 
· English = Network Rail – Level Crossings
· French = Network Rail-Passages à niveau
· [bookmark: _Hlk482003266]Italian = Network Rail – Pass. a livello
· German = Network Rail – Bahnübergänge
· Spanish = Network Rail: pasos a nivel
· Polish = Network Rail – przejazdy   (There is not a dedicated app store for this territory on the Apple Store)
2. Open the app
4. Tap on the episode you wish to view (there is one on distraction at level crossings)
5. Tap either the circular Stream or Download buttons to view the  360° episode.
6. Wait for the 360° video to buffer or download.
7. Follow the onboarding process. You will be instructed when to position the phone into your viewing device.
8. Video will begin playing.You can pause the video at any time by either pressing the button on your device or tapping on the screen.
9. Enjoy the video

All episodes will be available on YouTube from June 16 (not before, because of elections in the UK), you will find them by searching Network Rail/VR Films.

[bookmark: _GoBack]N.B.: All episodes are free to use as long as they are not used for profit. Members of UIC and ILCAD are allowed to use them to promote rail safety and are free to promote the App, in their home country as soon as it’s available and the YouTube films from June 16th.
